Poster viewing will begin one week prior to the start of the conference and will be available on our website.  Virtual 
poster Q & A/break-out sessions will be offered at this year's conference; approximate times are listed on the agenda. In 
break-out sessions, video presentations of posters will be shown and a moderated Q & A session will occur.

If you are part of a group of students/professionals, that is doing a video presentation for 
your poster, as a group you must agree on the Poster Presentation Group session you will be attending. Your video 
poster presentation will only be shown once during the conference.
